What will be funded by the studentship: 

A total of £21,000 pa over three years will be available per full time studentship. This is intended to cover: 

· Tuition fees (based on home fees). These should be divided proportionally between the two relevant departments on a proportional basis;

· Stipend for student at Research Council rates

· Nominal contribution towards lab costs/expenses

· Existing RCI resources to cover research expenses.
· Appropriate postgraduate research training programmes.
· Identified lead/ awarding university.
