Professor Beresford is Director of the Centre for Citizenship Participation at Brunel University and Chair of Shaping Our Lives, the independent national service user organization and network.

The title of his paper is: “Service User Involvement in Research: Some key issues and developments”. He will briefly consider the UK history of user involvement in research, the contributions of different user groups, and the progress made, issues raised, and key concerns internationally for the future.

Elisabeth Brodtkorb is a founding member of the HUSK partnership project in Norway, and the former Head of the School of Social Work, Diakhonjemmet University College. 

The title of her paper is: “The HUSK Partnership: service development and practice research in social services”. She will outline the details of the five year national development project, which is built on a collaboration between service users, practitioners, educators and researchers. It aims to develop better social services through new ways of collaborating and new forms of practice research, and making research more available and better used in practice.

Dr Tor Sletteboe is Associate Professor on the School of Social Work, Diakonhjemmet University College. He has been undertaking research with service users for many years. 

The title of his paper is: “User participation in research and in the development of child protection services”. He will report on a study of how service users and professionals in child protection understand the concept of participation. It also explored the ways in which services  might increase user participation. Tor worked closely with service users in this study in order to integrate their perspectives into the research. For example, the research questions were actually developed in collaboration with the service users.
